Junior Clinic will be held on Fri. and Sat., Feb. 27-28, 2009 at Center for Creative
Arts, 1301 Dallas Rd., Chattanooga, TN, 37405. The clinic will begin at
approximately 8:45 AM each day and end at 3:00 PM. There will be a free
public concert on Saturday. Jooyong Ahn, Director of Orchestras at UT-
Chattanooga, will conduct the Blue Orchestra. Natalie Colbert, orchestra director
from Atlanta, will be returning to conduct the Red Orchestra. Participating
directors must be members of ETSB&OA and MENC—copy of MENC card
must be on entrance form.

Auditions will be held Sat., Jan. 24, 2009 at Center for Creative Arts starting at
9:00 AM. Students will be assigned an approximate time to audition. Directors
of auditioning students will help judge tryouts. The audition will consist of the
prepared excerpts (35%), sight-reading (35%), and scales (30%). Tryout
excerpts are available on this website. If you need me to mail you a copy,
please contact me.

Scales: Major scales to 3 sharps, two octaves (three optional

for extra points. Basses—one octave required and two optional.). No
written scale fingerings, note names, or other aids may be taken into the
audition room. Monitors will check students’ prepared piece copies for
evidence of cheating.

Repertoire for the Red and Blue Orchestras will be announced ASAP.

Tryout fee is $6.00 per student (this was increased at the Fall General Meeting)
with a school fee of $10.00. Please list students in score order and send to
Sandy Morris at CCA to be received by Jan. 12. Because of past problems

in collecting fees in a timely manner, students will not be allowed to
audition this year if fees are not paid prior to 8:30 AM January 24. Make
one check out per school to ETSBOA and enclose with form, unless you are
emailing form (then please mail it to me). Clinic fee is $6.00 for each student
who participates—you will be sent information later on paying that fee, and it also
will be paid prior to Clinic for students to be allowed to participate.
